I know the following has been mentioned before but it also warrants a repeat. Please, please do 

what you can to help us keep Mill Creek in great shape by not driving near tee boxes, greens, 

or in areas that are sensitive to Golf Carts. There are many of you that do a fantastic job with 

this and this month I would like to specifically thank Earl Boortz. Earl fills divots, repairs 

ball marks and never drives his cart in areas that he shouldnôt. Next month, weôre  

going to thank another supporter who leaves the course in better condition than they found it.  

We may also mention someone who doesnôt do his/her part. 

 

Please help us by checking in with the Pro-Shop before beginning play. This continues to be an 

issue at Mill Creek. We ask this of all Elite Members, walking Golf Members, and Golf 

Members with a Trail Fee. It is vital for the Pro-Shop to know exactly who is playing. If you 

are playing more than 18 holes, you are expected to check in again after the first 18. All play 

begins on #1 unless specified by the Pro-Shop. Thanks very much to those of you who have 

done so much to ease this problem. It is truly appreciated. 

 

Other information: 
 

 *  For convenience, we will be putting up a sign/menu on the ninth tee box, so that 

  you can call in your order to the window in advance.    
  

 *  The standard rule is 90 degrees on all days unless cart path only. Please do your 

  best to observe a true 90 degree rule and follow all posted signs. Please keep 

  carts 20 yards clear of tees, bunkers and greens and observe all posted signs. 
  

 *  Ball mark repairsé. Did you know that a properly repaired ball mark heals 

  completely in only 3 days? Whereas an un-repaired or poorly repaired ball mark 

  takes nearly 3 weeks! This time of year, the greens really take a hit from ball 

  marks, so please do you best to repair your ball mark and any others that you 

  see.   Thanks in advance. 

 

I want to personally thank the majority of you that do your part to help us keep Your Golf 

Course in great shape. There are many of you who give unselfishly by replacing extra divots 

and fixing extra ball marks. You are very much appreciated.

From the Pro Shop 

 

August tips  
 

With the beautiful weather weôve been having, weôre seeing lots of play. So, 

to insure that each of us have a great summer and maximize our potential, 
it is important that we have the right equipment and  

knowledge to perform at our best.  
 

 1.  Wedges:    Beginning this past January, all professional  
  tournaments must be played with the ñnewò CC grooves. This  

  applies to all USGA sanctioned events beginning in 2014 and for 
  all of golf in 2014. However, it worth noting that manufacturers 

  must stop making the old grooves before the end of this year 
  and can never manufacture them again. So if you want or need 

  new wedges with the old grooves, you had better get them this 
  year. Weôre happy to order them for you and have these  

  wedges in stock plus weôll match any advertised price. 

 
 2.  Putting Woes?  Playing a lot of rounds is common during the 

  summer months. It is easy to groove good habits and just as 
  easy to groove bad habits. So when the putter goes south, 

  try this tip.  
   Take two balls to the putting green. Pick a hole and  

   alternate between putting one handed with the left hand 
   and one handed with the right hand. This promotes  

   rhythm and tempo and encourages the proper release.   
   When you put both hands back together, they will feel 

   much more united and improve your stroke and distance 
   control significantly.  

 
 3.  Hydrate:    With the heat of summer upon us, it is a good habit 

  to start drinking water the night before your round. When you 

  get to the course, drink another 12 ounces before your round.   
  As a general rule when outdoors, you should drink a minimum 

  of 12 ounces every hour. You should also be sure you have 
  eaten lean protein and light carbohydrates before your round.  

  During the round be sure to eat a light sandwich, banana,  
  granola bar or similar healthy snack to ensure that you are 

  maximizing your energy. If you drink beer, be sure to offset 
  each one with a water.  

 
As always, be sure to check in with the Pro -shop at least 20 minutes prior 

to teeing off. Please remember to keep your carts on the path near tee 
boxes and greens, repair your ball marks and fill your divots.
